This is a brief explanation of the discernment weekend put on
by Saint John Vianney College Seminary. Vocation Awareness
Weekend is designed to give men considering a vocation to the
priesthood a chance to experience a little bit of what seminary life is
like. The weekend has a retreat-like atmosphere. The visitors will
be exposed to different seminary liturgies, including Mass, Liturgy
of the Hours, Eucharistic adoration, Eucharistic processions,
Stations of the Cross, and Tenebrae to name a few.
